Gentile Theatre

The first community theatre was inaugurated on St. John’s day in 1692 inside the Palazzo Comunale. Architect Pietro Mauro, famous Venetian set-designer, was the one who took care of the building construction. In 1717 the theatre became property of the Comune, that renovate it. During the Napoleonic period Theatre Aurora was in use, but then in 1844 the theatre was condemned: in 1847 Pietro Ghinelli inaugurated the new Camurio Theatre. In 1863 the theatre was destroyed by a fire. The new community theatre was inaugurated on May 1884, the opening ceremony started with the Aida opera. The decorations were made by those craftsmen who had worked for the Camurio Theatre: the ceiling and the offstage space were designed by the famous prospective architect Luigi Serra(from Bologna), the chiaroscuro decorations were made by Luigi Semoggia(from Fabriano). The new theatre, dedicated to Gentile da Fabriano, has horseshoe shaped, with four rows of box seats, eight stages with Corinthian pilasters, fine cut glass chandeliers and an independent stage.

In 1997 the Council of Ministers gave credit to the “Compagnia del Gentile”; The company gave the chance to many young people to express their theatre arts knowledge and ability. The theatre is considered to be one of the most elegant and beautiful theatre in Marche, it is well known and highly esteemed for both its structure and its excellent acoustics.
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
